The Regional Human Rights and Peacebuilding Fund (RHRPF) is a four years CDN $5M initiative (ending in 2011-2012) providing funds and direct support to selected local non-government organizations (NGOs) and not-for profit institutions as well as to international organizations with direct and well established partnerships with local civil society organizations (CSOs). The objective is to implement projects which contribute to reducing human rights abuses, increasing women’s influence as well as working toward sustainable peacebuilding efforts. The four outcomes for this call for proposals are: 
 
1. Improved human rights conditions of children and youth in targeted communities.
2. Improved communication, dialogue and collaborative initiatives targeting youth and children to counter existing or potential trends of conflict.
3. Enhanced capacity of CSOs in doing policy and advocacy work with regards to youth and children rights and peacebuilding issues.
4. Enhanced capacity of CSOs working in the field of youth and children’s rights (promotion and protection) and peacebuilding at the national level and increased ability to implement quality initiatives.
